Customers may not enter this area.

We do not use couldn’t to refuse permission.

e.g. ‘Could | stay a little longer?’ I'm sorry, but you
can’t.” (NOT: I'm sorry, but you-eeuldn-t)

# We use can and be allowed to to refer to laws or
regulations.
e.g. All citizens over the age of 18 can/are allowed to
vote. (law)

There is a difference in meaning between may and

be allowed to in questions.

b) Are we allowed to use the office phone?
(= What is the rule?)

We use could or was/were allowed to to say that
we had general permission to do something in the
past.

We use was/were allowed to and not could, to say

particular situation in the past.
